But do you know which 

nationalities are the most numbered in the USA? 

The Office of Immigration Statistics Annual Flow Report that over one million persons were 

naturalized as U.S. citizens in 2008. The leading countries of origin of immigrants to The United 

States were Mexico, India, the Philippines, and China. Nearly 14 million immigrants entered the 

United States from 2000 to 2010. 

Contemporary immigrants settle predominantly in seven states, California, New York, Florida, Texas, 

Pennsylvania, New Jersey and Illinois, comprising about 44% of the U.S. population as a whole. 
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
