Furthermore,
you will learn how to express advice and warning, and how to use phrasal verbs with direct
and indirect objects.

SPECIFIC OBJECTIVE OF THE UNIT

By the end of the unit, the learner will be able to understand and produce sentences in
present perfect tense (he/she is expected to demonstrate ability to distinguish it from the
simple past tense), as well as statements with modals of advice and warning, and ideas
which include phrasal verbs. The learner will be able to talk about personal opinions and
anecdotes by using vocabulary related to good and bad experiences, musical genres, and
living spaces.
